Senior Radiological Control Technician at Nevada Test Site
In addition to the tasks assigned to a RCT, will perform tasks of increasing difficulty, such as job coverage of moderate to complex radiological work assignments, identification of proper radiological work practices, and assist in the development of radiological work packages and radiological work permits.  Requires a minimum of a high school diploma plus five years experience as a RCT/Health Physics Technician/Engineering Laboratory Technician at a Department Of Energy (DOE), Department Of Defense (DOD), or Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) licensed facility.  Must be DOE RCT Core qualified or equivalent.  NRRPT certification, commercial health physics or other training deemed acceptable by the Contractor Radiological Control Manager or designee may be deemed equivalent to DOE RCT Core qualified.  For purposes of this contract, the DOE Core Training requirements are defined as the 13 Fundamental Academic Lesson Plan requirements as referenced in the DOE Radiological Control Technician Standardized Technician Qualification Standard, latest revision.  NRRPT certification is preferred for this position.
